Stewardship: 

The words of the psalmist echo the theme of all of todayôs read-

ings. ñBlessed are they who hope in the Lord.ò As good stew-

ards, firmly grounded in that hope, may we bear fruit in due 

seasonðassisting the poor, feeding the hungry and consoling 

the sorrowful whenever we have the chance. 

Everyone 14 years of age and older is bound 

to abstain from mean on Ash Wednesday, the 

Fridays of Lent and Good Friday. 

Everyone 18 years of age and older but under 

the age of 60 is also bound to fast on Ash 

Wednesday and Good Friday. 

On these two days, the law of fast allows 

only one full meal a day, but does not pro-

hibit taking some food during the day, so long as this does not 

constitute another full meal. Drinking liquids during the day is 

permitted. 

When health or ability to work would be seriously affected, 

the law does not oblige. In doubt concerning fast or absti-

nence, a priest or confessor should be consulted. In the spirit of 

penance, the faithful should not lightly excuse themselves from 

this obligation.

First Sunday of Lent 

People of the Resurrection 

In the past few weeks we have been hearing about the begin-

ning of Jesusô ministry as written in the Gospel of Luke. Jesus 

began his ministry in the synagogue in Nazareth by reading, 

ñThe Spirit of the Lord is upon me / because he has anointed 

me / to bring glad tidings to the poor.ò With those words Jesus 

announced the whole purpose of his ministry. He himself was 

to bring the kingdom of God to the poor. This is the good news 

of salvation that he preached and brought about during his min-

istry. 

Today we hear the Beatitudes, in which Jesus explains more 

fully what those ñglad tidingsò really mean. The good news is 

about salvation from suffering on earth and in the life to come. 

It is about divine favor resting on those who trust in Godôs love 

and mercy, rather than on those who trust in human plans, pos-

sessions and power. 

Ash Wednesday 

Prayer, fasting and almsgiving: these disciplines prescribed by 

Jesus himself in the Sermon on the Mount along with strict 

instructions not to flaunt them in public to win recognition and 

praise, have been embraced by all the saints at the beginning of 

every Lent for almost two thousand years. But mention Lent, 

and many react with a grimace or slight shudderðeven now, 

years after official obligations have been reduced to a mini-

mum! No wonder the Eastern Riteôs ñLenten Announcementò 

sounds surprising: ñLet us receive with joy, O faithful people, 

the divinely inspired announcement of Lent! The Lenten Spring 

shines forth! Begin the fast with joy! Let us fast from passions 

as well as food, taking pleasure in the good works of the Spirit 

and accomplishing them in love!ò Saint John Chrysostom 

elaborates: ñDo you fast? Give proof by your works. If you see 

a poor person, take pity. An enemy, be reconciled. A friend 

gaining honor, donôt be jealous.ò A positive approach! May the 

saints help us keep such a Lent!
